Chairperson Corkin called the meeting to order.  Present: Comm. Arsenault, Comm. Bergdahl, Comm. Cihak, Comm. Heikkila, Comm. Joseph, Comm. Pellow, Comm. Struck, Comm. Wallace, and Chairperson Corkin.  Absent and Excused:  None.

A Salute to the Flag was given followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

It was moved by Comm. Wallace, seconded by Comm. Cihak, and unanimously carried by voice vote that the minutes of the County Board of Commissioners Regular Meeting held on July 6, 2010, be approved.

10a)   It was moved by Comm. Heikkila, seconded by Comm. Pellow, and unanimously carried by voice vote that the County Board approve the Committee of the Whole recommendation to adopt the following Resolution supporting the U.P. Area Agency on Aging’s (UPAAA) FY-2011 Annual Implementation Plan for Services to Upper Peninsula Elderly as required by the Michigan Office of Services to the Aging (OSA):
RESOLUTION

U.P. AREA AGENCY ON AGING FY 2011 AREA PLAN/ANNUAL IMPLEMENTATION PLAN 


WHEREAS, UPCAP, which serves as the U.P. Area Agency on Aging, has developed and is operating under a Multi-Year (FY 2010-2012) Area Plan that provides funding for programs for services to older adults in the Upper Peninsula; and 
WHEREAS, the Multi-Year Area Plan has been approved by all 15 counties of the Upper Peninsula; 
and
WHEREAS, the U.P. Area Agency on Aging is required to submit an Annual Implementation Plan which updates the Multi-Year Plan; and


WHEREAS, the UPCAP Board of Directors unanimously approved the proposed, updated Annual Implementation Plan; and 

WHEREAS, each U.P. county is represented by a county official on the UPCAP Board of Directors; and


WHEREAS, the Annual Implementation Plan also requires review by individual county boards. 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Marquette County Board of

Commissioners has received and hereby supports the U.P. Area Agency on Aging FY 2011 Annual Implementation Plan.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution be submitted to UPCAPand placed on file.

10b)   It was moved by Comm. Arsenault, seconded by Comm. Struck, and unanimously carried by voice vote that the County Board approve the Committee of the Whole recommendation to approve the 2% distribution from the KBIC and authorize the Agreement with the Superior Watershed Partnership.


10c)  The County Board considered a Letter of Support for CUPPAD Application for HUB Sustainable Communities Regional Planning Grant.  CUPPAD is requesting brief letters of support to be included with the pre-application in an effort to obtain the competitive grant to serve the communities in the CUPPAD region.  The Sustainable Communities Grant, if successful, would allow CUPPAD to provide a significant reduction in the cost of many contracted services until September 2012.  

It was moved by Comm. Wallace, seconded by Comm. Pellow, and unanimously carried by voice vote that the County Board go on record as being in support of the Central Upper Peninsula Planning and Development Regional Commission’s application for a HUD Sustainable Communities Regional Planning Grant and its efforts to improve the quality of life in the Upper Peninsula.


10d)   The County Board considered the National Forest Revenue Pass-Thru Program.  Steve Powers, County Administrator, explained that the Secure Rural Schools and Self-Determination Act was passed in October of 2000.  On October 3, 2008, H.R. 1424 became Public Law.  At that time Marquette County was given the choice regarding the allocation of Forest Service Funds.  The law has been extended through fiscal year 2011.   Mr. Powers distributed a letter showing Marquette County’s amount.  Mr. Powers recommended the County Board continue what has been done for the past three years, and accept the funds.  The County Treasurer will distribute the funds directly to the Gwinn School District, the Republic-Michigamme School District, Skandia Township and Michigamme Township.  Discussion followed.  

It was moved by Comm. Struck, seconded by Comm. Wallace, and unanimously carried by voice vote that the County Board accept the full safety net payment under the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self-Determination Act as recommended by Steve Powers, County Administrator.
Chairperson Corkin opened the meeting for public comment, none was forthcoming.
COMMISSIONERS COMMENTS, STAFF COMMENTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS 

  Chairperson Corkin reported that the Republic Township Supervisor commended Eric Anderson and Jim Kippola for giving them a heads-up on a hazardous mitigation grant, which will help with road issues in Republic Township.


Comm. Pellow explained that she received a call from Dale Hemmila, Cliffs Natural Resources, announcing capital investments at the Empire Mine which will extend the mine life from 2012 to at least 2014, with the possibility of 100 additional jobs.


Comm. Heikkila complimented Larry Gould and Staff for comments he received regarding the Courthouse Grounds. 


Comm. Cihak, reiterated comments from last week regarding the 59% increase in allocations to the Senior Centers.  He congratulated Sue Vercoe, the Aging Services Board, and Comm. Heikkila.  Comm. Cihak urged the media to make special recognize of this accomplishment.


Comm. Cihak also spoke regarding H.B. 6154.  The legislation would create another unfunded mandate.  He urged the County Board to keep aware of this issue. 
 
Chairperson Corkin emphasized that the 59% increase to the Senior Centers is a result of the changes made by the County Board in administering services.
 
There being no further business to come before the County Board, the meeting adjourned at 6:10 p.m.
